ROBOTICS ON THE ROAD 
Scienceworks has taken one of itôs most successful STEM workshops on the road 
to students in regional areas. Robotics on the Road is a hands-on, incursion 
program that engages students in logic and algorithmic thinking, requiring students 
to write instructions for their robot using block-based programming language. 
Students work in pairs with MBots and iPads, developing STEM skills such as 

problem solving, creativity and innovation as they code, debug 
and collaborate to achieve a motivating end-goal. Our students in 
Year 2/3 and Year 4/5/6 will each participate in a Robotics on the 
Road workshop on Wednesday 31st August. This is a free 
incursion available through the Positive Start 
initiative.
